The incentive is calculated based on the lesser of the Measures List fixed value per unit and the stated
incentive cap based on eligible expenses. The fixed value per unit is indicated here with the red squares
in the screenshot below. The second column shows the cap on Maximum % of Eligible Expenses. This
percentage sets the cap on incentives based on the total eligible expenses (what is called Project Costs in
the application).
